� Having no support from incumbent they 
decided to cope with the problem ourselves

Community of Zielonka

Main problems
� Dispersed municipality offices
� Lack of complex IT solution
� Rocketing costs of IT 

departments maintanance
� Citizens expectations
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Broadband internet introduction
(Community of Zielonka)

� 2004 –consultation talks with diverse
internet providers

� Technologically neutral solution
provided by Crowley

� May 2005 –first uncommercial, WiMax
based network in Poland, implemented
by Crowley for Zielonka
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Why radio network?
(Community of Zielonka)

� Realitvely low costs of construction
� Relatively short time of construction
� Possibility of signal redistribution
� Prices drop in case of neighbours
