• Funding by internat ional, nat ional, regional or even 
local government  funds

• I ntervent ion applied to encourage broadband supply 
and/ or demand

• Supply st imulat ion shall not  distort  the market
� Condit ions include ‘m arket  failure’,  e.g. no decent  

broadband and/ or no decent  pr ices

� I ntervent ion m ust  aim  to m eet  a social need, e.g. m ore 
jobs, economic growth, increased Gross Dom est ic Product

• Public-pr ivate partnerships can provide a big 
leverage to the usually rather lim ited public funds
� Sharing of r isks

� More proficiencies in a single project

• Supply side:
Broadband infrast ructures and e-services are key to 
developing the I nformat ion Society
� Nat ional policies

Set  pr ior it ies for developm ent  and provide focus
� Advancing technologies

Enable im proved infrast ructure and services
� Willingness to invest

• Essent ial for developing and deploying new technologies, 
infrast ructures and services

• Rural areas generally form  a higher investm ent  r isk
• Rural areas m ight  however benefit  most  from broadband

� Regulat ion
• Sets environm ental condit ions for developm ent  and fair  

com pet it ion

• When nat ional operators adopt  nat ional pr icing policies, 

com pet it ion in urban areas holds down pr ices in rural areas

• Mediterranean vs northern lifestyles

� Dem and st im ulat ion, aggregat ion and advert ising
• Deploym ent  is direct ly related to take up expectat ions

• Higher take up makes broadband more viable, at t racts more 
investment  and m ore com pet it ion

• The im portance of demand st imulat ion is often underrated
